the greatest American actor of his time, Edwin Booth,
still caters to a membership of people connected to
“theatre, music, literature and the arts.” It houses the
Hampden-Booth Theatre Library, considered the finest
repository of theatre references, art and memorabilia of
its kind. In the afternoon, we will meet with guides who
will lead personalized walking tours throughout the city.
You might find yourself visiting the Lower East Side
Garment District, SoHo’s eclectic art galleries and bou-
tiques, colorful Chinatown and Little Italy, or the hustle &
bustle of Midtown and the magnificent Grand Central
Terminal. Tonight, Manhattan is yours to enjoy on your
own. Need an idea? You can speak with one of our
knowledgeable guides.
